We are currently looking for feature performers. Auditions will be held Monday November 29"
beginning at 7:00 PM. All performers will be required to provide an accompaniment CD or mp3 for this
audition. We can arrange to have the lead vocal lines removed from most recordings with advance
notice at least two weeks prior to audition. Auditions will be performed at the First Baptist Church, 136
E 8" St, in the sanctuary with live microphones. Please contact Ben Cahoon to arrange an audition
time.

As always feature auditions are open to anyone wishing to sing as a soloist, duo, or group. We are
looking for songs that cover all the emotions that “Love” evokes and not just slow ballads. We want to
focus on up tempo songs that will keep the audience entertained. Try to keep your selection to around
three minutes in order to keep the show moving. If you have trouble choosing a song or wonder if it fits
the theme please contact the director. It is important to note that the song you audition will be the
