Who Packed Your Parachute?

November is the month we celebrate Thanksgiving. It is a time of the
year for us to stop and reflect on all the blessings we have received.
But do we consistently show an attitude of gratitude throughout the
year? | recently read a great story about Captain Charles Plumb, a
graduate from the Naval Academy, whose plane, after 74 successful
combat missions over North Vietnam, was shot down. He parachuted
to safety, but was captured, tortured and spent 2,103 days in a small
box-like cell. After surviving the ordeal, Captain Plumb received the
Silver Star, Bronze Star, the Legion of Merit and two Purple Hearts,
and returned to America and spoke to many groups about his
experience and how it compared to the challenges of everyday life.

Shortly after coming home, Charlie and his wife were sitting in a
restaurant. A man rose from a nearby table, walked over and said,
“You're Plumb! You flew jet fighters in Vietham from the aircraft carrier
Kitty Hawk. You were shot down!” Surprised that he was recognized,
Charlie responded, “How in the world did you know that?” The man
replied, “| packed your parachute.” Charlie looked up with surprise. The
man pumped his hand, gave a thumbs-up, and said, “l guess it
worked!” Charlie stood to shake the man’s hand, and assured him, “It
most certainly did work. If it had not worked, | would not be here
today.”

Charlie could not sleep that night, thinking about the man. He
wondered if he might have seen him and not even said, “Good
morning, how are you?” He thought of the many hours the sailor had
spent bending over a long wooden table in the bottom of the ship,
carefully folding the silks and weaving the shrouds of each chute, each
time holding in his hands the fate of someone he didn’t know. Plumb
then began to realize that along with the physical parachute, he also
needed mental, emotional and spiritual parachutes. He had called on
all these supports during his long and painful ordeal.

As a person, how many times a day, a week, a month, do we pass up
the opportunity to thank those people in our lives who are “packing our
parachutes”?

Barry Ross, Enrollment Coordinator for the Mid-East Career and
Technology Centers, explained their district’'s Early Placement Program
and its advantages for local businesses. “We offer an early placement
program for selected students during the second half of their senior
year. This program offers an employer several advantages including a
pool of trained workers to chose from, support from the school district, a
chance to see how the student would fit into their business, and a
chance to help students who are starting out in the work place. The
other plus to this program is when graduation time comes in the spring,
if the student is a good worker and meets up to all their expectations,
they have a good new employee to hire, if not, they are under no
obligation to keep the student. ©

The advantages to the students are practical on-the-job training and
being able to see what the work environment exactly is in their field of
interest. Students are paid minimum wage or more depending on the
employer. To participate in the early placement program, students must
maintain a B average in all classes, show excellent attendance and
behavior, and show their commitment to being a good employee. The
job must work in their area of study and the Career Center is always
looking for employers who want to participate in this program.

Ross was accompanied by Erica Reeves, a recent Business
Management Program graduate of the career center. She achieved
several honors while attending the Career Center. Reeves graduated
with certifications in Microsoft Office including Excel spreadsheets,
Word, and PowerPoint presentations. Reeves spoke briefly about her
experiences and her training at the career center. She looks forward to
staying in the local area and working here.

Ross praised Reeves for her accomplishments and asked club
members to consider Erica if anyone was looking for a good employee
with office and business management skills.

HERE’S TO YOUR HEALTH

Whole vs. Skim Milk
Is there a difference in the nutritional value of skim milk versus whole milk? Yes, but only
when it comes to fat and calories. Whole milk contains 150 calories and 8.2 g of fat per
cup. About 50% of these calories are from fat. Skim milk contains 86 calories and less
than 0.5% g of fat per cup, meaning just 5% of its calories come from fat. All milk in the
U.S. is fortified with vitamin A and vitamin D, approximately 333 international units and
2.5 micrograms, respectively, for both whole and skim. Milk also is a rich source of
beneficial calcium. Both whole and skim milk contain approximately 300 mg. of calcium
per cup.
