My father was my hero. He taught me many things, but at the top of 
the list, he taught me to treat people with respect...to live the Golden 
Rule. I remember one particular instance of him teaching this “life 
lesson” as if it were yesterday. Dad owned a furniture store, and I used 
to dust the furniture every Wednesday after school to earn my 
allowance. One afternoon I observed my Dad talking to all the 
customers as they came in...the hardware store owner, the banker, a 
farmer, a doctor. At the end of the day, just as Dad was closing, the 
garbage collector came in. 
 
I was ready to go home, and I thought that surely Dad wouldn‟t spend 
too much time with him. But I was wrong. Dad greeted him at the door 
with a big hug and talked with him about his wife and son who had 
been in a car accident the month before. He empathized, he asked 
questions, he listened, and he listened some more. I kept looking at 
the clock, and when the man finally left, I asked, “Dad, why did you 
spend so much time with him? He‟s just the garbage collector.” Dad 
then looked at me, locked the front door to the store, and said, “Son, 
let‟s talk.” 
 
He said, “I‟m your father and I tell you lots of stuff as all fathers should, 
but if you remember nothing else I ever tell you, remember this...treat 
every human being just the way that you would want to be treated.” He 
said, “I know this is not the first time you‟ve heard it, but I want to make 
sure it‟s the first time you truly understand it, because if you had 
understood, you would never have said what you said.” We sat there 
and talked for another hour about the meaning and the power of the 
Golden Rule. Dad said, “If you live the Golden Rule everything else in 
life will usually work itself out, but if you don‟t, your life probably will be 
very unhappy and without meaning.” 
 
 I recently heard someone say, “If you teach your child the Golden 
Rule, you will have left them an estate of incalculable value.” Truer

John Glenn Museum

“John Glenn did not want a museum named after him, but when we 
approached him about making his former family home an educational 
center, he approved of the idea,” said Debbie Allender, Site Director of 
the John and Annie Glenn Historic Site in New Concord.  Joining 
Allender at the Cambridge Lions Club meeting was Dr. Lorle Porter who 
presented her portrayal of John Glenn‟s mother, Clara, during 1944, a 
time period that has been recreated at the Glenn home.  Porter is a 
retired professor of history and the current historian in residence at 
Muskingum College. 
 
The Glenn home is set up to reflect life in the World War Two era of the 
1940‟s.  “The living history tours presented at the home show what it 
was like on the home front during 1944,” Allender said.   
 
John Glenn has been a fighter pilot, an airplane speed record holder, a 
test pilot, and astronaut, having been the first American astronaut to 
orbit the earth, a business executive with a Royal Crown Cola, a United 
States Senator, and a candidate for President of the United States. 
 
Mr. Glenn was born in Cambridge, Ohio, moved to New Concord at the 
age of two, attended Muskingum College, and, together with his wife, 
founded the John Glenn Institute for Public Service at The Ohio State 
University. 
 
 Allender reviewed the efforts to establish the Glenn historical site which 
included moving the family home from its longtime location on 
Friendship Drive to its current downtown Main Street location. 
 
In her concluding remarks, Allender said, “John Glenn is pleased with 
how we are using his boyhood home. We are also trying to improve the 
facility so that in the future we can help teach STEM (Science, 
Technology, Engineering and Math) to students in southeastern Ohio.”  
 
The site was opened in 2002 with the Glenn‟s in attendance.  For more

Lion Club member, Michael Neilson, was invited to display his photographs 
in a one-man show at the Louis Palmer Gallery at Muskingum College in 
September.

A 
photo of an Amish barn raising showed a lone worker climbing on top of the 
barn beams while many other workers toiled below. 
 
Mike‟s work has appeared in The Jeffersonian, The Globe, The National 
Enquirer, and Stars and Stripes and have also been shown on the MSNBC 
web site.  Neilson has won many awards for his photos from the Associated 
Press. 
 

NATURAL MUSEUM OF CAMBRIDGE GLASS 
At our Monday night meeting, members learned about the history of 
Cambridge Glass.  Lynn Welker informed us that it not only was the largest 
employer in Guernsey County at one time, but it was also the largest glass 
factory in the world.  Cambridge Glass produced over 50 different colors of 
glass, more than any other glass manufacturer in the world at that time.  
Most workers were of German, Polish or Slovakian descent which are the 
countries where most of the glass factories evolved.  During the war, 
women who previously only packed and wrapped glass took over the 
positions of making glass.  The plant was opened in 1901 and was bought 
and sold to several owners until it closed in 1954.  Then the workers bought 
stock and reopened it until 1958.  Reasons for the factory‟s closure included 
foreign competition, machine making of glass, government regulations, 
natural gas prices and the change from glass to plastic usage by 
Americans.
