Make Good Habits and They'll Make You

(an excerpt from The Essence of Leadership)

All of the great leaders I've known, or read about, share a common belief...If
you make good habits, good habits will make you. This wisdom has been
around since ancient times. In fact, it was Aristotle who said, “Excellence is
not an act...it's a habit.”

Here’s a little test to display the power of our habits. Cross your arms as you
normally would, and look down to see which one is on top. When | do this
exercise with audiences, invariably about half of the audience members will
have their right arm on top (I do) and the other half will have their left on top.
When you crossed your arms for the very first time, you might have been still
in your playpen, and you’'ve been crossing your arms the same way ever
since. Now, cross your arms again, but this time put the wrong arm on top. It
feels extremely weird! If | were to challenge you to cross your arms the
“wrong” way for the rest of your life, could you do it? Probably. Would it be
difficult? You bet it would!

Here's the point: Habits — good or bad — are difficult to break. Therefore, the
challenge for every leader is to determine the good habits that will drive the
success of their organization. Once the desired habits are identified, good
training and continual reinforcement are critical in making them part of your
organization’s culture.

Ohio National Guard Commander Sergeant Major Brian D. Hardesty.
Hardesty was speaking to the Cambridge Lions Club about his experiences in
defending Washington, D.C. Hardesty’s unit, the 2" Battalion 174™ Air
Defense Artillery, was deployed to the nation’s capitol to take part in the
stepped up defense that have continued in place since the terrorist attacks on
September 11, 2001.

“We use Humvee Avengers that are equipped with turrets with eight Stinger
missiles,” Hardesty said. “l can’t give you all the details about how these
vehicles are equipped. We want our enemies to know we have them, but not
to know how to thwart their effectiveness.”

“We had extensive training before going to Washington,” said Hardesty. “We

had two weeks of 24/7 training in Texas. Night and day we practiced different
scenarios with jets, helicopters, and even crop dusters. Every month we have
twenty minute drills in Washington to test our air defenses. We shut down the
Ronald Reagan airport for those twenty minutes. The public is informed when
these drills will take place because planes will be flying in places they are not

normally allowed to go.”

“We were deployed for eighteen months,” Hardesty said. “Now units are
deployed for twelve months. These deployments take a toll on our wives,
families, and employers. The toughness of the army is only exceeded by the
toughness of an army wife who has to take over all the family responsibilities
on the home front. The state of the National Guard is good; we are at 100
percent strength. We are an all volunteer force. The finest people I've met
are on the front lines of defense.”

“It's great to be back home,” said Hardesty. “It’s also great when people say
welcome home or when they say, ‘Thank you’ for your service. It's important
to let our service men and women know that their efforts are appreciated.”

Now That's a Bike Ride

Mark Reed shared with the club his experience of biking across the country.
His journey started on March 18" in 2007 when there was still snow on the
ground and concluded on June 8" in triple digit figures when he dipped his
wheels in the ocean at San Diego. He went a total of 3,658 miles through 10
states! He averaged about 52 miles a day with a few days as high as 88 miles
a day. He had to eat constantly to keep nutrients in his body for energy. Mark
allowed himself 1 day a week off to rest his body.

During his trip he stayed at hostels, campgrounds, fire departments, bed and
breakfasts, motels and even a museum and an old school house. The
surfaces he pedaled on included 2 lanes, dirt roads and a few interstates that
allowed bike travel. Obstacles he encountered ranged from flat tires, to larger
repairs, to weather conditions, to other vehicles.

His advice to motorist is to remember that a cyclist has a legal right to the road
and when you pass a cyclist, get completely over in the passing lane. His
favorite part of the trip was without a doubt the people he met along the way.
One lady drove him 50 miles to a bike part’s shop and 50 miles back and
would not take anything for her help. The trip’s total cost was about $5000,
but if you would eliminate motels, you could probably do it for around $2000.
