Take a “Bite” Out of Crime

John Bumba, of the Martins Ferry police department, accompanied
Dave Peoples and Sam Williams, of the Cambridge police department,
and their police dog, Rock, to the Lions’ meeting. The Cambridge
police department is beginning a fund raising drive to pay for the initial
costs for a canine unit.

“Having a police dog has a positive effect on the prevention and
detection of crime,” Peoples said. “A dog has a psychological effect on
suspected criminals. They are less likely to flee or fight if a dog is
present. A dog can sniff the air around a car and give reasonable
cause to search the vehicle to see if it may contain drugs, help locate a
child who may have wandered off, and detect the presence of illegal
drugs that can help keep drugs in the evidence locker instead of on the
streets or in the schools .”

“We are starting a fund raising campaign asking for contributions from
businesses and individual citizens so that there will be no start-up costs
to the city for getting a trained dog,” said Peoples. It takes at least a
year to train a dog and to get it to the point where it works as a team
with its handler. Three types of dogs are often used for police work.
Labradors are often used for sniffing out drugs or explosives, German
Shepherds and the Belgian Maliois breed make good multi-purpose
dogs. These dogs make good drug sniffing, tracking, and suspect
control dogs. Peoples said, “We had a suspected drug stop recently,
but we could not detain the suspect since the sheriff's department dog
could not be available for over a half hour. If we had our own dog, we
could respond more quickly. We hope the local citizens will help us get
this community resource.”



Country View Assisted Living

“The Country View Assisted Living Center is one of the best kept secrets of
Guernsey County. | think it's one of the finest assisted living facilities
around,” said Terry Losego in introducing Sandra Rayner to the Cambridge
Lions Club. Rayner is the administrator of the facility. Rayner briefly
reviewed the history of Country View. “It was formerly known as the County
Home,” she said. “It is no longer a place where people go because they
have no choice, but it is a place that people choose to go because of its
setting. We are way out in the country surrounded by about four hundred
acres of farm land.” They provide a variety of adult care options for those
who are generally able to care for themselves but may need some
assistance. They have nurses on staff 24/7 and aides working on every
shift. They provide transportation to residents to go to their own doctors.
Residents’ monthly payments help to pay for their room and board and
assisted care. There are no specific income requirements for choosing to
live at the center. Country View is located on County Home Road about two
and a half miles south of Old Washington. For more information contact
Rayner at 740.489.5351 or email cviewalc@clover.net.

Upcoming Levy for Mid-East Gareer & Technology Genters

“‘We can get two dollars from the Ohio School Facilities Commission for
every dollar we raise locally,” explained Mike Hawley, Assistant Director of
the Mid-East Career and Technology Center. He was accompanied by Dan
Coffman, Assistant Director, soon to be the Director of the Buffalo Campus.
“We will place a 1.4 mil levy on the ballot for the next election. This levy will
be a continuous improvement levy for ten years. The funds can only be
used for capital improvements and continuing maintenance once the
facilities have been updated and improved.”

“The career center is an integral part of the economic development package
offered by this community,” said Coffman. “When companies are looking for
places to locate facilities, one of the first things they ask is ‘What are your
education systems like?’” and ‘How many skilled workers do you have
available?’ Our career centers show potential employers that we care about
the educational level of our work force.” For the home owner whose
property is appraised at one hundred thousand dollars the cost of the levy
will be about three dollars and fifty-seven cents per month or about twelve
cents per day. Mid-East has not had a levy on the ballot since 1986.

“If we don’t pass the levy we will lose twenty million dollars in renovation
and construction funding,” said Hawley. “We hope that the community will
see this as a worthwhile investment.”

Does a Siesta a Day Keep the Doctor Away?
After a six-year study on heart health and napping, Greek researchers found that people
who took a 30-minute nap at least three times a week had a 37 percent lower risk of
dying from heart disease. Those who napped at least occasionally had a 34 percent lower
risk of dying from heart disease than those who did not nap. An afternoon siesta seemed
to offer the most risk reduction to working men. Working men who napped during the day
had a 64 percent reduced risk of death compared with a 36 percent reduced risk among
non-working men. The study included 23,681 men and women between the ages of 20
and 86 who had no history of heart disease. "This study is unigue in its size and
prospective nature, looking at the link between taking a siesta, or small nap, at least
several times a week and reduction in cardiac risks," says Stanley L. Hazen, M.D., Ph.D.,
Preventive Cardiology and Rehabilitation at Cleveland Clinic. "The dramatic reduction in
events seen — over 60 percent — in working men suggests that factors related to stress
and stress reductions are of major importance in global cardiovascular risks. They also
add to the growing appreciation of a physiological link between the heart and the central
nervous system — what is becoming known as ‘the heart-brain connection.’ "

So, if you're looking to reduce your risk of heart disease,

consider sleeping on it.
