Operation Smile 

 
Ron Guthrie & Dr. Brent Harris 

Dr. Brent Harris enlightened the Lions about Operation Smile, a 
program where doctors volunteer their time and expertise to perform 
dental and facial surgeries to underprivileged children and adults 
around the world.   He has traveled to Venezuela, Peru, India, 
Nicaragua and China.  Dr. Harris brought slides of his travels that he 
shared with the club.  The “before and after” slides of the surgeries 
performed on cleft palate patients were just amazing to witness.   
Volunteer doctors perform an astonishing 4,100 surgeries per week.   
 
(Pictured on the left) In her language, in Vietnamese, her name, Thanh 
Ngan, means "star." Born into a family of three, she was tarnished with 
a cleft lip and a gaping hole in her palate. For the first three years of her 
life she was living in shame and isolation in the small village of Quy 
Nhon province in southern Vietnam. 
 
Hearing about the Operation Smile team coming to Danang in 2002, her 
whole family traveled for miles to see if they could help her. Though it 
was late on screening day, their efforts finally paid off – She was 
accepted for surgery. In her own words today, “Now my star shines 
brightly and my future is as open to possibility as the heavens.” 
 
The Lions would like to salute Dr. Harris and all the other doctors 
around the country who donate their services for the benefit of mankind. 

 
Fran Taylor, from Cambridge Main Street, spoke to the Lions about 
their efforts to make Cambridge an attractive place for people to come.

Steve informed the club that Saturday, July 26th will be Lions Club Day at 
Cleveland Indian Stadium.  The cost is $30 for adults and $20 for children

Stress Management
