Bill, a member of the local Lions Club, was having dinner one evening with 
Tom, a friend from a neighboring Lions Club.  There was a puzzle on the 
place mat.  The puzzle was the classic nine-dot puzzle.  You can use only 
four straight lines, can't lift your pencil, and connect all these dots. 
 
Tom told Bill that he had seen a consultant use this puzzle in a workshop. He 
talked about mental boxes and needing to think outside the box.  But he 
didn‟t think it was really about mental boxes.  Bill looked somewhat puzzled 
so Tom went on.   
 
"It's about physical boxes - our homes and our businesses. We go back and 
forth, back and forth, like rats in mazes. And sure, maybe we brainstorm here 
and there and try to think outside the box. Maybe we hire the best creative 
staff money can buy.  You can come up limitless ideas, but if you don't break 
out of your routine, if you don't connect to the bigger reality outside your 
physical box, all the creative ideas in the world won't help you.  The most 
important puzzle to master is understanding and communicating with your 
fellow human beings, the friends, family and the people you come in contact 
with everyday.  Figuring out what people need and giving it to them. Helping 
them get the positive feelings they want and eliminating the negative ones 
that they don't want."  
 
What people think about you is not as important as how you make them feel 
about themselves.  There is a story about Benjamin Disraeli, a nineteenth-
century British Prime Minister.  A young woman dined two nights in a row, 
one night with William Gladstone, another eminent statesman at the time, 
and the next night with Benjamin Disraeli.  The woman later commented to a 
friend that when she left the dining room after sitting next to Mr. Gladstone, 
she thought he was the cleverest man in all of England. But, the next night 
after sitting next to Mr. Disraeli, she was sure that she was the cleverest 
woman in England.  Apparently she had a memorable encounter with Mr. 
Disraeli.  The feelings he stirred in her about herself lingered long after the 
dinner was over.  
 
And that's our mission as Lions…the goal of all Lions Club across the world. 
We need to strive to take it to a higher level, to enhance the lives of people in 
our communities.  We can accomplish this lofty goal by our actions at club 
fundraising events, helping at community events, providing aid to individuals 
with sight and diabetes problems, supplying assistance to teens with alcohol, 
drug and pregnancy difficulties, and helping the elderly.

Lew Prine Honored 

 Nancy Brown, trustee and vice president of the Ohio Lions Research 

Foundation, presented the Leadership Award to Lew Prine.  The 

foundation has awarded grants totaling $170,000 to six universities 

in Ohio for eye research.  Lew received a plaque and a pin for his 

service to Lionism. 

 Dr. Michelle Dayton spoke to the Lions Club on October 6th.  Dayton 
is an emergency room physician at Southeast Ohio Regional 
Medical Center and is President of the Board of the Children‟s 
Advocacy Center located on Highland Avenue in Cambridge.  “We 
have a special room at SEORMC where we can gather forensic 
evidence in cases of alleged sexual assaults,” Dayton said.  “We 
prefer having them there because the equipment to treat them is 
right there if there has also been a physical assault.  We have 
people who have been trained and certified to gather the evidence 
using established procedures that will stand up in court.” 
 

 Terry Losego, our King Lion and also Cambridge Municipal Airport 
manager, was the speaker for the October 20th meeting.  “The 
airport is an asset to this area that is needed if we are to grow 
economically,” said Terry Losego to the Cambridge Lions Club.  “We 
have over five hundred corporate operations (take offs or landings) 
every year.”  There are twenty single engine airplanes and one jet 
based at the Cambridge airport.  There are on average one hundred 
sixteen aircraft operations per week. Sixty-seven percent of these 
are local general aviation and twenty-five percent are transient.  
Seven percent are for air taxi service and one percent are military. 
 

 Stephanie Laube, the Multi-system Youth Coordinator for Creative 
Options, and Chad Hibbs, director of the Guernsey County Family 
and Children First Council, addressed the Club at our evening 
meeting on Oct. 23rd.  “Sometimes families go through difficult times 
and need help to get through the tough times,” said Laube.  “Every 
family is different and has its own needs and strengths.  Sometimes 
they work with different agencies and get conflicting advice because 
the agencies may not see the whole picture.”

FLU VACCINATION 

Question: Despite having my flu vaccination last year I caught the virus and was extremely ill.  
Should I bother having the shot this year? 

 
The flu vaccine received bad press last winter after many vaccinated Americans came down with 
the flu.  Creating an effective flu vaccine each year is a matter of science…and luck.  There are 
many different flu viruses, and each year a group of scientists tries to predict which will cause 
most of the flu the next winter.  The top three candidates are included in the flu vaccine.  
Unfortunately, last winter only one of the three chosen actually ended up being a major cause of 
flu.  Most flu was caused by viruses not covered by the vaccine according to the Centers for 
Disease Control and Prevention. 
It‟s a useful reminder that no vaccine is guaranteed to be 100 percent effective  – but even so, 
doctors recommend that you get your flu shot.  At a bare minimum, it will help reduce the severity 
of the illness if you do develop the flu, and it is still the best way to protect yourself from 
complications if you‟re particularly vulnerable (for example, if you have a chronic condition such 
as heart disease, asthma or diabetes).  You can help boost its effectiveness by avoiding anyone 
infected with the flu and frequently washing your hands to avoid the transmission of germs.
